Mayor Beene called the meeting to order by having the Recorder cald
the roll. Mayor Beene showed Alderman Peoples the plans from Stete
Planning Office concerning our share in paying the weges for Ms Helen
Buens to be a full time employee for the municipalities, and explained
that we decided not to participate, for informational reasons, so that
Alderman Peoples would be informed why we were not participating. This
had been previously rejected by the Board.

The Mayor discussed the policeman taking the police car outside the

The City will pay for the under-ground
installation. The City will save approximately 21¢ a gallon by having
own tank. Alderman Blevins made a motion that this be done. Aldermsn
Peoples seconded it. Vote was unanimous. Bert Moffatt from MTAS hes
volunteered to draw up 2 daily log to keep record of gas used.

Mayor Beene read the minutes on the special meeting about buying
the tanker truck. We also wrote a resolution to that effect.

Mayor Beene asked for an "0.K." to go ahead and pay for the truck,
which was purchased from J.I.Brown Tree Expert Co. for $hirty-six
hundred ($3600.00) dollars, and received same. Alderman Blevins said we
need two (2) new tires for the truck. Mayor Beene suggested we take up
with Joe Holder, fire chief, what all would be needed to fix it up.
Alderman Blevins had already asked Mr. Leon Eaves to be looking for pumps
All decided that it would be discussed with the firemen and others that
were experienced in that line of work. ,
