The Nayor c a l l e d  t h e  mee t ing  t o  o r d e r  by s 8 y i n g  t h ~ t  a c c o r d i n g  
t o  t h e  m i n u t e s ,  t h e  d i s p a t c h e r  was t o  be  on d u t y  4-Q h o u r s  p e r  week 
f o r  t h e  s a l a r y  o f  $85.00 d o l l a r s .  The leecorder r e a d  t h e  minu tes  
o f  t h e  mee t ing  i n  q u e s t i o n  where t h e  filayor s u g s e s t e d  pay ing  2 
d i s p a t c h e r s  $75.00 d o l l a r s  p e r  week. Alderman B l e v i n s  h ~ i d  s u g c e s t e d  
Troy work 50 h o u r s  p e r  week a t  $85.00 d o l l a r s ,  b u t  it was dec ided  
~ n d  voted  on t o  h i r e  'i'roy a t  a minir:.ur of 4g  h o u r s  p e r  week f o r  
$85.00 d o l l a r s .  

The lblayor thsnked  t h e  peop le  f o r  takinp.  e n o u ~ h  i n t e r e s t  t o  
come o u t ,  and t o l d  them how he f e l t  abou t  t h e  s i t u a t i o n .  k l d e r m ~ n  
FJeoples i n t e r u p t e d  t h e  Ivlayor by s c y i n g  t h a t  w e ' r e  n o t  h e r e  f o r  3 
p o l i t i c a l  s p e e c h ,  b u t  t o  s e t t l e  something a b o u t  t h e  checks .  Navor 
Beene t o l d  o f  t h e  meet ing  w i t b  k l d e r m ~ n  F e o ~ l - e s  a b o u t  t h e  work hours  
and w h ~ ~ t  t h e y  dec ided  upon. He and A l d e r m a  l e o p l e s  a y r e e d  t o  pay  
t h e  d i s p a t c h e r  $2.20 p e r  hour b e ~ i n n i u g  J ~ n u a r y  1 2 ,  ln76,  which 
Alderman I ~ e o p l e s  l a t e r  d e n i e d  end s a i d  t h e y  were j u s t  d i s c u s s i n g ,  
a f t e r  t h e  Mayor 8sked him 3 o r  4 t i m e s  i f  he a g r e e d .  The Mayor -- 
s t a t e d  t h a t  Alderman i e o p l e s  ~ r i d  t h e v  were %jus t  t ~ l k i n p ;  when 
he and t h e  Mayor d i s c u s s e d  t h i s ,  bu t  ;hen A l d e r m ~ n  l e o p l e s  and 
A l d e r m ~ n  B l e v i n s  d i s c u s s e d  someth ing ,  t h e y  t h o u g h t  it was a 
work in^ agreement .  

Alderman B l e v i n s  a sked  f o r  t h e  f l o o r  t o  d i s c u s s  t h e  l a s t  two 
checks  p a i d  t o  Troy,  which he s ~ i d  were s h o r t .  The Nayor s ~ i d  he 
l e t  t h e  Chief  r e ~ d  t h e  minu tes  and he w i d  be had n o t  been t o l d  of 
t h e  v o t e  by t h e  Bosrd t o  work Troy 48 h o u r s .  The Mayor s r i d  lye 
d i d  n o t  h ~ v e  t h e  a u t h o r i t y  t o  chanee t b e  d e c i s i o n s ,  b u t  cou ld  b r i n g  
Troy b e f o r e  t h e  Board and p r e s e n t  h i s  c a s e  and t h e  Flal;;or wouad 
a b i d e  by a 213 v o t e .  The At to rney  h2s  been as1:ed t o  w r i t e  Fn 
Ordinance t o  t h a t  e f f e c t ,  bu t  s o  f a r ,  we h ~ v e n ' t  e o t t e n  i t .  

The IvIayor s ~ i d  he was g e t t i n g  t i r e d  of  b e i n g  c a l l e d  a t  hone 
e v e r y  t ime he t u r n e d  around a b o u t  something t h a t  hsd a l r e n d y  been 
voted  on b y  t h e  Eoartd. He s s i d  no one h a s  t h e  a u t h o r i t y  t o  chanye 
a n y t h i n g  w i t h o u t  a m a j o r i t y  v o t e  t o  change. He a g r e e d  t h ~ t  Troy 
was t o  work from 6:OO p.m. t o  2:00 a.m. - 6 d a y s  a week, &?ebb-from 
g:00 p.m. t o  4:00 a.m. - 6 days  a week, and t h e  Chief  was t o  work 
from 2:00 u n t i l  h i s  s e r v i c e  was no l o n g e r  needed- 6 days  a week. 
Webb and Troy a r e  under  t h e  s u p e r v i s i o n  o f  t h e  C h i e f .  The s c h e d u l e  
was s i g n e d  by t h e  IQiyor and Aldermen and pu t  on t h e  hoard .  He s ~ i d  
when any changes a r e  made, it shou ld  come b e f o r e  t h e  Bo>rd t o  be 
changed. The argument is when t h e  p e o y l e  t h i n k  t h e  p o l i c e  a r e  on 
d u t y  hnd no one is  t h e r e .  The Kayor s ~ $ i d  A l d e r m ~ n  B l e v i n s  had been 
l o o k i n g  a f t e r  t h e  3 o l i c e  Deyt.  and it i s  h i s  d u t y  t o  s e e  t h a t  t h e s e  
t h i n g s  a r e  c r - r r i e d  o u t .  Alderman B l e v i n s  s : i d  t b z t  t h e  o n l y  t i m e  
he made a change was when we d i d n ' t  have a n i g h t  o f f i c e r .

Alderman B l e v i n s  made r motion t o  
bay l ' r o y  t h e  differenrrre i n  what he hsd drawn i n  t h e  two c h e c k s ,  t o  
e q u a l  $85.00 p e r  week. Aldermrn 1 e o p l e s  seconded t h e  motion.  The 
Nagor s.;; i d  he would go  long. Beginning J a n u a r y  l s t ,  3.976, Troy 



w i l l  be p a i d  $32.30 p e r  hour  f o r  40 hours .  A l l  ove r  40 h o u r s  w i l l  
be p a i d  a s  overt i r- ie ,  b u t  he i s  not  t o  worl over t i i1 le  u n l e s s  i t  i s  
an emergency. The IJlpyor s ? i d  he would ;Irpue a b o u t  payin? him more 
f o r  o v e r  4b h o u r s .  khe Chief  w i l l  d e c i d e  i f  it i s  a n  emerpencv. 
The Mayor s a i d  n o t  t o  t & k e  r e g u k r  policenien o f f  t b e i r  s c h e d u l e  
because peop le  expected  t o  h:;ve p o l i c e  on d u t y ,  b u t  t h e  a m i l i ~ r y  
p o l i c e  c;tn be c a l l e d  ul-,on i f  necessAry.  

The Fiayor a sked  Alderman I e o p l e s  w h ~ t  he t h o u g h t  abou t  t h e  
s i t u a t i o n  i n  t h e  l o l i c e  1)ept .  Alderman P e o p l e s  s ~ i d  he d i d n ' t  
know any thin,^ zbout  i t ,  t h a t  he t r i e d  t o  s t :y  a s  f ~ r  ~ w ~ y  fro1.1 t h e  
l o l i c e  Ueyt.  a s  he could .  

The P!a?ror O-<)posed s t a r  t i n 8  back t o  J a n u s r y  1st on p y i n g  $2.30 
p e r  h o u r .  The Recorder  s:id t h e y  would have t o  r e s c e n d  t h e  f i r s t  
mot ion  i f  t h e y  rn~~de 3 ne:.?: mot iob  and voted  t o  chsnge T r o y ' s  warfes. 
Alderman E l e v i n s  s a i d  t h ; t  w:s w h ~ t  he wiknted t o  do.  

Joe  Holder  asked why Troy was s h o r t e d  on h i s  check.  The 
l lecorder  e x p l a i n e d  t h ~ t  t h e  B o ~ r d  voted  t o  paTT him a s ~ i l - a r y  t o  
t a k e  him o f f  h o u r l y  wpges. He W F S  p u t  on a s s l a r ~ r  of  $85.00 a week- 
f o r  48 h o u r s . ,  b u t  he had n o t  worked rsore t h a n  2 o r  3 f ~ l l l  weeks and 
s h e  h ~ d  p ~ i d  hirn j u s t  f o r  t h e  t i n e  he  h ~ d  worked. The Aldermen 
wanted h i r L  g3id  f o r  a f u l l  week even i f  he hpd n o t  worked r. f u l l -  
week. The Aldermen vo ted  t o  oa:r up t h e  d i f f e r e n c e  and t o  s t a r t  
paving $2.30 p e r  hour  s t a r t i n g  fro111 t h e  f i rs t  o f  t h e  p e a r .  The 
~ e > o r d e r  t o l d  them s h e  had cs l - led  t h e  F a i r  Labor S t a n d n r d s  O f f i c e  
and t h e y  s a i d  we d i d  n o t  have t o  pay o v e r  $2.20 p e r  h o u r ,  

Judge Mount s a i d  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  shou ld  be  pu t  on t h e  Chie f .  
I f  he d o e s n ' t  do h i s  j o b ,  t h e n  g e t  a new Chie f .  ( I f  t h e  A l d e r m ~ n  
who is over  t h e  p o l i c e  f o r c e  does  not, do h i s  ,job, he s h o u l d  q e t  
bmsy.) B r i n g  him b e f o r e  t h e  Loslid 2nd go by what is vo ted .  

Mrs. E l l i s  ag reed  t h ~ t  what t h e  Judpe s; i d  was r i g h t ,  i f  it 
was c a r r i e d  o u t .  B u t ,  s h e  s c ~ i d ,  Alderman b l e v i n s  wouldn ' t  go and 
s t r a i g h t e n T C h e  Chief  o u t  , b u t  i f  he d i d n ' t  s t r a i g h t e n  him o u t ,  
everyone i n  P-irnball w i l l  know  bout h i s  f o u l  mouth. She s a i d  s h e  
knew how he had t a l k e d  t o  hlayor and Nrc. Beene. The Judge s ~ i d  
t h e  Law works bo th  ways. If t h e y  have a n y t h i n g  t o  brinp; o u t  
a g a i n s t  t h e  C h i e f ,  t h e y  could  p r e s e n t  it b e f o r e  t h e  Judge.  He 
s ; id  he h e l d  Cour t  e v e r y  2nd F r i d a y  and i n v i t e d  t h e  peop le  t o  
come anyt ime t h e y  would l i k e  t o .  

The ltlayor asked t h e  a u d i e n c e  f o r  any o p i n i o n  t h e y  h ~ d .  I'iost 
of  therrl expressed  t h e i r  f e e l i n g s - - p r o  and con. He thanked them 
f o r  t s k i n g  e n o u ~ h  i n t e r e s t  and i n v i t e d  the11 b ~  ck .
