Thse s n e c i f i c  i n s t ances  were given t o  charges of i n subord ina t ion  a g a i n s t  
you x ~ f u s e d  t o  obey o rde r s ,  conduct not  becoming a n  o f f i c e r .  The Mayor 
t o l d  Blankenship he had the  r i g h t  t o  a  f u l l  publ ic  hea r ing  t o  respond 
t o  these  charges,  t h a t  he had t h e  r i g h t  t o  counc i l ,  c a l l  any wi tnesses  
he wish t o  c a l l  i n  i n  o rde r  t o  d i scuss  t hese  ma t t e r s .  He t o l d  Blank- 
enship  t h e  board wanted t o  know what he had t o  s a y  about  what had hap- 
pened o r  i f  he had anyth ing  t o  say.  The Mayor explained the  Board would 
have t o  g ive  Blankenship t e n  days t o  respond t o  t hese  charges.  The 
Mayor s a i d  he was very  unhanpy when he heard about t h e s e  charges i f  
they  a r e  t rue .  The Mayor asked i f  Blankenship understood what t h e  Charges 
were and what he was t a l k i n g  about.  Blankenship s a i d  he knew p a r t l y  
what t he  mayor s a i d  but wished t o  take  one charge a t  a  time t o  exp la in  
h i s  p a r t .  The Mayor s a i d  ok, l e t ' s  s t a r t  with no. 3 .  The Manager of 
Hardees, Calv in  Laney, t o l d  the  Nayor t h a t  Blankenship came i n  s p e c i f i -  
a l l y  and asked For 25 hamburgers t o  take t o  t he  i n t e r s t a t e  t o  s t randed  
moto r i s t  and s e l l .  l~aney  s a i d  he t o l d  Blankenshin he could not  s e l l  
them because i t  was not  Hardees business  t o  s e l l  them, the  sandwiches 
would be co ld  when they  got  t h e r e ,  i t  wmld look bad on h i s  bus iness  
i f  t h i s  happened. Laney s a i d  he .ciouU donate 25 hamburgers t o  t ake  ou t  
and g ive  t o  the  s t randed  moto r i s t .  During the  time +he  S t a t e  asked f o r  
a s s i s t a n c e  t h r u  E i i ~ b a l l ' s  d i spa t che r  and she  c a l l e d  Blankenship. He 
informed h e r  more o r  l e s s  t he  s t a t e  had enought neonle they  d i d  not  
need ' r is  a s s i s t a n c e  and a t  t h e  same time he asked t h e  d i s ~ a t c h e r  t o  c a l l  
Bardees f o r  25 more hamburgers. I n  the  meantime, Someone had come i n  
and asked Laney what he was doing s e l l i n g  hamburgers on the  i n t e r s t a t e ,  
Laney t o l d  them he wasn ' t ,  t h e  hamburgers hqd been donated. idhen Blank- 
enship  corte f o r  t h e  next  25 hamburgers Laney asked him about s e l l i n g  
the hambur-ers and Blankenship s ~ i d  he wasn ' t  s e l l i n g  them. People were 
~ S v i n g  him don.itiuns . A t  t h i s  time a  c a r  was s t rsr-ded a t  t h c  c i t y  h a l l  
The d i sqa t che r  c a l l e d  Blanke- ship f o r  help.  She thought Blankenship had 
dumper cab le s  i n  t h e  p o l i c e  c2.r. 8L:nkenship t o l d  h e r  he was too  busy 
and i,e could no t  come. The Mayor s n i d  he h e ~ r d  t h e t  Blankenship was 
s e l l i n g  hamburgers was the  reyson he could not  come and h e l p  t h e  people 
of  t he  town, o r  t h e  s t ? t e  o f f i c e r ,  and maybe the  county he understood 
which had c a l l e d .  Attorney Con(11.a asked Rlankenship, "Do you under- 
s t and  the  t h r e e  charges b a s i c x l l y  s L t e d  by the  Mayor t h a t  you do have 
t h e  r i g h t  t o  have anyone come i n  and a s a i s t  you o r  p re sen t  in format ion  
and no one knows thence, which you would l i k e  t o  have t h i s  ma t t e r  desolved 
r i g h t  now by the  commisaisn without  any f u r t h e r  hea r ing  o r  f u r t h e r  n o t i c e  
on." Blankenship s a i d  yes. hlder-nerson 3oodard s t a t e d  without  be ing  
represented  by a  counce l lor .  Blankenshir m i d  he could not  a f f o r d  one. 
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The Mayor asked Blankenship t o  s t a r t  wi th  number one. Blankenship s a i d  
he had been on i n t e r s t a t e  where the  t ruck  jack-knifed a t  F i sh - t r ap  
Rosd. There were two p a t r o l s  t h e r e ,  both i n  one c a r  wi th  t h e i r  b lue  
l i g h t s  going. S h e r i f f  Hood was a t  t he  junc t ion  and s a i d  two t rucks  jack- 
knifed a t  Kimball. He was going behind the  Exxon (illan_'tLenship) a t  t h e  time 
he t o l d  S h e r i f f  he would be r i g h t  back. The S h e r i f f  t o l d  him t o  d i s r ega rd  
because i t  was up on the  i n t e r s t a t e  f a r t h e r  2nd the  t r a f f i c  had backed 
up, Blankenship t o l d  him OK. Blankenship s a i d  he went up the  wrong s i d e  of 
the  i n t e r s t a t e  and informed the  people on the  CB t h a t  he had hamburgers 
and cokes i f  they would come ac ros s  t h e  median and meet him he would s top .
