
Regular Monthly Meeting for Town of Kimball 
Thursday, January 2,2003 

Vice-Mayor Jackson called the regular monthly board meeting to order. Vice-Mayor Jackson asked 
Alderman Witcher to open the meeting with a prayer. Vice-Mayor Jackson asked for a roll call. Those 
present were Vice-Mayor David Jackson, Alderman Jerry Don Case, Alderman Rance Castle, Attorney 
Kevin Featherston and Alderman John "Butch" Witcher. Mayor Jere Davis was absent. 

Alderman Witcher made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Alderman Castle seconds the 
motion. All voted aye. 

Attorney Featherston swore in John Witcher and David Jackson for office due to the Alderman's election 
held on November 5,2002. Their terms are for four years. 

Old Business: 
Jim Lofty was at the meeting concerning Lofty Drive. Mr. Lofty was questioning whether Lofty 
Drive was a City Street or private drive. Attorney Featherston stated that he does not believe 
Lofty Drive is a Kimball Road. It appears according to the records in the Register's Office that 
the roadway was conveyed to the county after Kimball had been incorporated. No further action 
was taken on the matter. 

Alderman Case made a motion to ratifl the change &om Protective Life Insurance to Fortis Benefits 
Insurance Company due to Protective joining their insurance company and coverage canceling on January 
1,2003. Alderman Castle seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

The town's health insurance had an increase in both plans. The HMO had a 25% increase and the POS 
had a 30% increase. Alderman Witcher made a motion to continue to pay the entire single rate and pay 
70% of the family rate with John Deere Health Insurance. Alderman Castle seconds the motion. All 
voted aye. The new deduction rate will be $34.10 for HMO and $35.25 for POS. 

Chief Durham approached the board about a new computer for the Police Department. The Board 
requested that Chief Durham get quotes before the next meeting. 

Chief Durham also asked about upgrading the cameras in the cars. Vice-Mayor Jackson made a motion 
to get the specification on the cameras and put them out for bid to be opened at the March meeting. 
Alderman Witcher seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Alderman Witcher made a motion to accept bids to sell the 1994 Chevrolet Caprice Car. Alderman 
Castle seconds the motion. All voted aye. Alderman Witcher amends his motion to add that bids will 
be opened at the February meeting. Vice-Mayor Jackson seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Vice-Mayor Jackson made a motion for Chief Durham to get state bid prices on a police car and a sports 
utility vehicle and bring these prices back to the February meeting. Alderman Case seconds the motion. 
All voted aye. 

Alderman Witcher made a motion to purchase an air compressor for the maintenance department. 
Alderman Castle seconds the motion. All voted aye. The old air compressor will go to the fire 
department. 

Discussion was made concerning lot 9 and lot 10 cleaning up the trees and debris. Alderman Castle will 
check on these lots to see what may need to be done.

Vice-Mayor Jackson read a letter fiom Ruby Tuesdays stating they were not going to build in 
Kimball and that the property is for resale at this time. 

Dr. Mohan with Holiday Inn Express was at the meeting concerning a directional sign for 
Holiday Inn Express. Attorney Featherston advised Dr. Mohan to contact the state about putting 
a directional sign on the state-right-of-way. He also stated that he does not believe that the 
town's sign ordinance deals with directional signs. 

Discussion was made concerning lighting the Interstate. Vice-Mayor Jackson explained that the 
lighting of the interstate should start during the month of January. 

Alderman Case asked about the letter to the state concerning a turn lane off of Hwy 72 West 
Bound onto Sweetens Cove Road. The board wants a letter sent to the Department Of 
Transportation the 1" week of February. 

Alderman Witcher made a motion to adjourn. Alderman Case seconds the motion. All voted aye.

Alderman Witcher made a change to the minutes to reflect the reason for him abstaining on a 
vote. The paragraph should read as follows: Alderman Case made a motion to authorized 
Mayor Davis to sign the contract on the purchase of Lot #lo. Alderman Castle seconds the 
motion. All voted aye except for Alderman Witcher who abstained due to a possible 
conflict of interest because he is representing Dr. Hudson. 
Alderman Witcher made a motion to approve the minutes with the change. Alderman Castle 
seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Old Business: 
Alderman Witcher asked about the clean up effort on Lots 9 and 10 in Timberridge 
Estates. The town's maintenance workers have been trying to cut up the trees. There 
was some other discussion on the clean up on these lots. 

Alderman Witcher also was asking about directional signs.

Mayor Davis made a motion to allow Chief Durham to get the Expedition and the car the Chief 
is currently driving completely equipped. Alderman Witcher seconds the motion. All voted 
aye. 
Alderman Castle asked about the radar inspections. Chief Durham explained to the board that 
Midwest inspects the radars every 6 months. 
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Discussion was made concerning yearly usage fee for NCIC. Vice-Mayor Jackson wants there 
to be a line item for the fee put into next years budget. Vice-Mayor Jackson made a motion to 
pay Marion County Sheriffs Department for the 2003 year and also for last year in the amount 
of $2,200 total. Alderman Witcher seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Mayor Davis asked corder Moss to open the bids on the Air Packs

Mayor Davis discussed the high reading for the sewer samples over the last two months. The 
maintenance department will be collecting another sample to try to pinpoint the source of the 
high reading. 

The board addressed a letter fiom Tysinger, Hampton and Partners, Inc. concerning providing 
sanitary sewer to a proposed retail development. Vice-Mayor Jackson made a motion to allow 
the Mayor to write a letter stating the Town of Kimball will do what the town can to provide the 
sewer to the retail business. Alderman Witcher seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Vice-Mayor Jackson made a motion to authorize Attorney Kevin Featherston to yrite a letter to 
all those violating the portable sign ordinance. Mayor Davis seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Vice-Mayor Jackson requests Attorney Featherston to review the sign ordinance to permit the 
lower signs in certain areas of Kimball. Attorney Featherston will bring some recommendations 
on revising the sign ordinance to the next meeting. 

Discussion was made concerning an Egg Hunt sponsored by the Town of Kimball and local 
businesses. The board will allow Recorder Moss and Clerk Thomas to proceed with this event 
and try to get others in the community to help. The Board wants to start advertising now for the 
egg hunt. 

Alderman Case gave the Police Report as Follows:

Alderman Witcher discussed about widening a 
sharp curve on Glovers Hill Road. The board decided to table this issue until the next meeting. 
The board members were going to check all roads to find out which city roads in Kimball are in 
need of being paved. 

Alderman Witcher made a motion to approve on la Reading of Ordinance 149 concerning an 
Ordinance to amend the Official Zoning Map for the Town of Kimball, Tennessee by rezoning 
certain properties fiom I- 1 Industrial Zone District to R- 1 Low Density Residential District. 
Alderman Case seconds the motion. The Ordinance comes as a recommendation fiom the 
Planning Commission. Attorney Featherston has concerns about the Ordinance concerning spot 
zoning. The Local Planner recommends that the Ordinance be approved. There was a lot of 
discussion concerning this issue. All voted aye. 
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Vice-Mayor Jackson stated that when Orion Foods was built the Town of Kimball did a land 
swap for some wetlands with some property on Industrial Blvd. There has never been a deed 
recorded to the Town of Kimball for the property. Vice-Mayor Jackson made a motion to obtain 
a surveyor. Alderman Witcher seconds the motion. Vice-Mayor Jackson rescinds his motion. 

Vice-Mayor Jackson made a motion to authorize Attorney Featherston to do whatever research 
is necessary to find out what we need to do to get the surveyor and also to approve the surveyor 
to be used. Alderman Witcher seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Alderman Castle made a motion to hire Sam Clemmons to do the survey. Alderman Case 
seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Discussion was made concerning a check return fee. Alderman Witcher made a motion to 
approve the town to charge what the bank charges the town to the individual that has a returned 
check. Alderman Castle seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Alderman Witcher made a motion to authorize the Town Recorder to turn all unpaid 2001 
property taxes over to the Town Attorney to file with the County for collection on April 1,2003. 
Alderman Case seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Alderman Case explained about the Life AD&D for the Marion County 91 1 Department. Fortis 
Insurance will not write a policy for 5 member or less. The town already pays 100% for the MC 
91 1 employees Life AD&D. The Marion County 91 1 Office is willing to reimburse the town for 
the entire amount of Jerry Don Case's insurance amount. Alderman Witcher made a motion to 
allow Marion County 91 1 to reimburse the town for Jerry Don Case's insurance amount and 
keep him on the policy. Alderman Castle seconds the motion. All voted aye except 
Alderman Case whom abstained. 

Discussion was made concerning 5 new walkies for the maintenance department. The board 
requested for the Maintenance Department to get more information on the walkies before the 
next meeting. The board also requested to find out which company had the state contract on the 
walkies andalso check on ~ e x t e i  phones.

Chief Keef wanted to discus several issues concerning the fire and rescue department needing a 
4" florescent stripe on the Bronco. Vice-Mayor Jackson wants to get a price fiom Joy Blevins on 
having the Bronco striped like the Suburban Rescue Vehicle. Also, the department appreciates 
the New Air Packs. Wants the town to plan on buying a Tanker truck in the next year or so the 
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price will be near $130,000 - $135,000. The department will be replacing a rescue tool before 
July. The Suburban Rescue Vehicle is in need of bigger wheels and tires. Maybe in the future 
buy a Rescue Truck. Hoping to buy a pressure washer. 

Alderman Witcher closed on Lot # 10 on Timberridge property. Alderman Castle stated that the 
pumps were not working at the first of the week. Chief Durham stated there was 4 foot a night 
going into the tank. Vice-Mayor Jackson asked Recorder Moss to contact Donald Blansett to see 
if the problem has been corrected. Chief Keef stated the fire department was having some 
problems with 2 of the fire hydrants at Taco Bell and Vanhoosier Circle. 

New Business: 

Alderman Case had pictures concerning hedgebushes growing up in the drainage ditch 
off of Raulston Cove Road. There was some question as to whose responsibility it is to 
clean up the ditch. Vice-Mayor Jackson asked Recorder Moss to contact the 
Department of Environment and Conservation as to what can be done legally to the 
ditch because it is a natural water system. 

Alderman Castle discussed about the water problem on North Kingsberry. John 
Grabam with Marion County Highway Department will be giving an estimate on a 
culvert and also on dipping the ditches out. Also, the striping on Kimball Lane will be 
done during the summer. Vice-Mayor Jackson made on a motion for Alderman Castle 
to get with John Graham to correct the problem on North Kingberry Drive. Alderman 
Case seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Alderman Witcher discussed about some items at the Maintenance Shop that the 
department no longer uses. The two items are a Worthington Portable Air Compressor 
and a Gabriel Leave Vacuum Alderman Witcher made a motion to accept sealed bids 
on the Worthington Portable Air Compressor and a Gabriel Leave Vacuum and all 
accessories with these two items to sell these items as is and to open bids at the next 
meeting. Alderman Castle seconds the motion. All voted aye. The bids will be for 
both items. 

Alderman Witcher also discussed about the future of our town and the town's sewer 
system. He would like to set up a special fund designated as sewer development. The 
board asked Recorder Moss to ask Paul Johnson with Johnson, Murphey and Wright, 
P.C. to get his opinion on this issue. 

Vice-Mayor Jackson made a motion to ratify the payment to the Jasper Parks and 
Recreation and South Pittsburg Parks and Recreation $1,000 each. Alderman Witcher 
seconds the motion. All voted aye. 

Alderman Witcher made a motion to adjourn. Alderman Castle seconds the motion All voted 
aye.
