PUBLIC HEARING

A Public Hearing of the Town of Kimball Board of Mayor and Aldermen was held on January 6,
2005 at 6:00 p.m. in the Meeting Room of Town Hall, 675 Main Street, Kimball, Tennessee.

Chief Jordan has obtained quotes from Vinson’s and Raulston’s Collision Center on painting the car black
and white. Raulston Collision Center quoted the lowest price.

Center to paint Car Number 89 Black and White Stripe like the other patrol cars for the amount of $800.
The motion passed unanimously on a board vote.

Motion was made by Alderman Keef, seconded by Alderman Castle to hire Crystal Hansard as
a police officer. Rex Pesnell stated there are others interested in the position such as Jeff
Lancaster and Matt Blansett. There was other relevant discuss before a vote was made upon the
motion.
