The Kimball Municipal Planning Commission met at 6:00 p.m. on January 28, 1999 at the
Kimball Town Hall. Members present: Jere Davis, Kathy Stevens, Jack Keef, Martha
Holland, David Jackson, and Sallie Wayne. Also present was Doug Smith, city planner.
Jack Keef called the meeting to order and determined a quorum. Secretary Sallie Wayne
read the minutes of the November meeting. Mayor Davis made the motion to approve the
minutes as read and Kathy Stevens seconded the motion. All voted aye.

Tommy Dobson presented the preliminary plat for Misty Meadows subdivision.
Discussion followed concerning the mandatory width on the set back line of a lot.
The subdivision regulations state that 75 feet is the minimum width of a lot at the
setback line of a property. The current city ordinance regarding this says 100 feet is
the minimum width. Doug Smith stated that this inconsistency needs to be changed.

Mayor Davis made the motion to approve the Mlsty Meadows preliminary plat
contingent upon changing the city ordinance to state that 75 feet is the minimum
width of a subdivision lot at the set back lme Currently, 100 feet is the minimum
width at the set back line. Martha Holland seconded the motion, contingent upon
the ordmanee change All voted aye Y

Doug Smlth asked speclfically for a motlon to recommend to the city aldermen
changing the minimum width at the setback line from 100 feet to 75 feet. Mayor
Davis made the motlon ‘Martha Holland seconded the motion. All voted aye.

Tommy Dobson asked for final approval on the plat for the front four lots at Misty
Meadows. Martha Holland made the motlon to approve this plat and Mayor Davis
seconded the motion. “All voted aye. ‘

Tommy Dobson presented the final plat on Mountain Meadows subdivision. Doug
Smith recommended approval. Jack Keef made the motion to approve this plat.
Mayor Davis seconded the motion. All voted aye.

* Mr. Dobson also presented a plat for the re-subdivision of Timber Ridge. The

owner, Mr. Calvin Hudson, is requesting that a portion of his property be rezoned
from R-1 to C-2. After much discussion, it was decided that the planning
commission would ask the Kimball Board of Mayor and Alderman for the following
to become a C-2 zone:



Beginning at the ‘west side of Timber Ridge Road (up to the 900 ft. elevation)
westward toward the campus of Chattanooga State at Kimball ending at the
western boundary of the Chattanooga State property. The planning
commission will also recommend that the Kimball Board of Mayor and
Alderman adopt the policy that the C-2 zone (other than 200 ft. along the
side of Hwy 72) wnll stop at Tnmber Ridge Drive on the north side of Hwys 72
and 64.

Mayor Davis made the motion and Martha Holland seconded the motion. All voted
aye. Martha Holland asked that our minutes reflect that in the re-subdivision of
Timber Ridge there will be a 150 — 200 ft. buffer zone of evergreen between
residential and commercial areas according to the plat presented by Mr. Dobson.

Mr. Keef asked if there was any more business to come before the board. Burton
Cagle approached the board with a boundary survey completed by a surveyor. He
was told that he must have a plat done by a licensed, certified surveyor in order to
put in 2 trailer lots on his property. At that time the planning commission will
consider his request ' |
Mike Cagle came to ask about an addltloxl to. one of his bulldmgs This is not the
business of the planmng commnssnon, the bulldlng mspector should deal with this.
Mr. Brackett stated that Mr Cagle s bulldmg was in an R-2 zone.

Mr. Frank Coffelt and Ww.C. Boyd brought a plat showmg that 1.24 acres belonging
to Mr. Boyd had been _|omed to the A-1 Bulldmg Supply property. Doug Smith
noted that a correction should be made to the plat showing the property as one unit.
Mr. Coffelt plans to build on to his busmess The property must be rezoned from R-
2 to C-2. David Jackson made the motion to approve the plat contingent upon the
correction. Mayor Davis seconded the motlon All voted aye.

Mayor Davis made the motion to ask the Klmball Board of Mayor and Alderman to
change the property for the A-1 addition from R-2 to C-2. David Jackson seconded
the motion. All voted aye.

Mr. W.C. Boyd asked to put a trailer on hls property. Since this cannot be decided
in a regular meeting, the Board of Zomng Appeals will meet on Tuesday, February
2 at 4:30 p. m. At thls tlme Mr. Boyd wﬂl ask for a “hardshlp” to be able to put the

Hereinafter, it shall be the policy of the Kimball Planning
‘Commission to discourage the rezoning of residential property to commercial if such
property does not lie within 4,000 feet of the Interstate #8/Highway 72 intersection. The
reason for the policy.change is twofold: to encourage cOrisistency in regard to rezoning
recommendations and provide for residential stability. '
