The property will be beautifully landscaped and there will ample fill to
create a dry environment for the building. The overall drainage will be increased 11%
with their new elevations. They may consider additional lights outside, if there appears
to be a safety issue. Mr. Kerbo explained that a priority of Cracker Barrel is the safety of
their workers and their customers. The projected opening dates are either Thanksgiving
or Christmas of 2004. The aldermen directed several questions regarding the parking lot
and drainage, etc. Mayor Jackson explained the Town has committed to extending the
sewer line to Cracker Barrels property line. The Town will also add one more man hole
on the Cracker Barrel parcels. Mr. Kerbo also stated he was aware that the combining of
two parcels will require a plat submission . This will be done after the final purchase of
these two parcels.

S.Copus, local planner, stated that setbacks were correct, utilities in place. Everything
appeared to be in compliance with a final plat submitted later. He suggested approval of
this site plan.

Minutes from the March 16, 2004 meeting were presented and M.QO’Leary asked
for any changes. D.Jackson made a motion to accept the minutes as read,
Second by R.Castie and All voted aye.

Old Business: None

New Business: Revised plat for lots 8 and 9 Kimball Crossing Shopping Center.
Sam Clemons surveyor for this project was called and he stated that he was not
ready to present. This minor plat was tabled until a final would be submitted at a
later meeting.

Mobile Home restrictions: K. Featherston stated that Ronnie Bievins, Kimball's
building inspector suggested we review restrictions on older single wide mobile
homes moving into Kimball. He suggested that a 10 or 15 year age limit on a
trailer placed in Kimball. D.Jackson stated that Warren Nevad, MTAS consultant
(Tennessee’s county and city legal advisors) wamed that we could not legally put
an age limit because of the fair housing laws. It would discriminate against the
lower income residents. K.Featherston said he would like for the Town to look
into this matter further. The State of Tennessee recently required the company
moving a trailer to inspect the trailer. Acceptable trailers will obtain a sticker at
the local tag office. S.Copas said also that trailers having the HUD sticker would
be hard to limit because of age and he would tend to agree with W.Nevad. After
further discussion K Featherston agreed to investigate the Town’s options further
in this matter. It will be on the next agenda for review of possible options.

Staff activity report: S. Copas listed the items that S.E.Tn. Development
Counsel have done for Kimball during the last month. He also brought up 4
hours of training the commission members will be required to take during 2004,
He suggested that we even break it down to one hour sessions each meeting.

Sign Ordinances: K Featherston mentioned that the Town is in the process of
implementing new sign ordinances and the first reading has taken place. One
item item that will change is the banner issue. D.Jackson explained the
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changes. Under the present ordinance banners are not permitted. The new
ordinance will allow banners for a $100. annual charge and a square foot fee.
The banner has to be anchored on all four comers to the buiiding. The new
ordinance will also address monument signs. At present they are now illegal and
several have been erected that are illegal. The new ordinance will allow
monument signs in certain areas of the city.

$.Copas stated that he wouid like to study parking lot standards in Kimball as
part of a year long project for 2004 and 2005. This would result in
recommendations on maximum and minimum parking lot sizes.

Motion to appoint Sharon Case Vice Chairperson to the Planning Commission
was made by E.Layne second C.Cheaves and all voted Aye. Chairman
O’Leary will not be present for the June 2004 meeting and S.Case will preside in
his place.

With no further items to discuss J.Tate made a motion to adjourn, seconded by
E.Layne and all voted Aye.

OLD BUSINESS,

S. Copas brought paperwork to be signed regarding the long range projects
proposed by the local planning office. One project will be a review on the parking lot
standards for Kimball. A possible 1 hour training session was also suggested in
connection with the August 2004 meeting. D.Jackson suggested that the commission
consider doing the yearly planning of four hours in one day instead of 1 hour sections.

If you choose to receive your mail in Kimball (with a
zip code for Kimball) you would have a post office box. Home and
business deliveries would continue as present with Jasper’s zip code.
Mayor and Aldermen are considering the possibility of setting up the post
office on City Property. Still in planning stage

The Tennessee Corpse of Engineers has been contacted by the Mayor regarding a
possible levy which would help with flood waters in Kimball. Corpse of
Engineers may be able to contribute $100,000.00 towards a study regarding the
feasibility of this project. This levy could possibly ward off future occurrences of
flood such as we experienced in May of 2003.

Attorney Featherston informed the commission that the Court had declared Lofty Lane a
Kimball Street. Kimball would not be responsible though for bringing the Lane up to
subdivision standards. This resulted from a civil lawsuit between property owners Jim
Lofty and Thomas Dobson.

ROBERTS PLAT KIMBALL COVE ROAD: Representing the Roberts family was
Danny Dancy, Surveyor. He stated that this piece of property would be divided into four
parcels. S.Copas requested to be added to the minutes that there were already two
buildings on this property that would not meet the setback requirements. They are on lots
I and 4.

Motion was made by J.Tate, Second
by C.Cheaves to recommend this change to the Mayor and Aldermen of Kimball. All
voted aye.

STAFF ACTIVITY REPORT: S.Copas, of the local planning office presented a list of
activities performed for Kimball for the past month.

Roberts Place — Final Plat

This is a four-lot subdivision located along Kimbail Cove Road in an R-1,
Low Density Residential Zone, According to the proposed plat the
owner/developer is Pearl Roberts, and the total area being subdivided is
approximately 3.86 acres. Staff has reviewed the Plat and scnt a copy of
the recommendations to the Survevor. Staff informed the Surveyor to
bring the required number of copies to the Planning Commission meeting
with the proper signatures. The recommendations mentioned that the plat
did list the zoning district and it did not contain The Certificate of
Approval by Electric Power Utility or the Certification of E-911 Approval,
Staff also mentioned that the size of the waterline providing potable water
to this development needs to be listcd under the “general” notes. The
pame of the road providing access to this development was not listed on
the proposed plat, so Staff has asked the Surveyor to show this name on
the plat. Other than what has already been mentioned the Plat will need to
contain the required sigoatures. Staif can recommend that the plat be
given final approval, subject to the above.

A Zoning Ordinance Amendment to Section 14-404 Requiring
Mintmum Side Yard Setbacks of 25 Feet for Corner Lots Abutting
Major Thoroughfares and Collector Roads in the R-1 District

Statf placed this item on the agenda for a general discussion. During the
previous month a Board of Zoning Appeals meeting took place concerning
the Eugene Reilly property located at the intersection of Ellen Drive and
Highway 41 inside the Current Corporate Limits of Kimball, Tennessee.
The property is located in an R-1 Zone, which iz a Low Depsity
Residential District. A variance was being requested because it appeared
that the single-family home would not meet the 40 foet front yard setback
off of Highway 41. Also the structure was not going o face Highway 41,
but Ellen Drive. According to the Kimball Zoning Ordinance, a principal
structure can have a minimum sidc yard setback of 25 off of thoroughfares
like Highway 41, within the R-2, Zoning District. The rcquested variance
wis not granted at this meeting. [t was viewed by the BZA as long as the
structure met the 25 feet side yard setback off of Highway 41, a variance
